Narrative analysis does not establish the truth of an individual explanation, it is not the
main task for it. Because the narrative is self-description of the subject, where the acts of telling about yourself are
fundamental to the reality of subjective existence. Narrative analysis considers language especially as a method
and condition of constructing. Thereis the general representation of social reality in narrative, and this social reality
is the result of constructivist activity and interpretation.

So, the most researchers believe that the conception of the past can not be objective in principle. This position
offers to recognize the narrative knowledge as knowledge, which depends on the specific social and political
reasons.
